


All cabins must be finished with cedar
siding with a transparent stain and a metal
roof in Melcher’s green. The storage shed
shall be constructed and finished with the
same materials as the recreational cabin.
Currently there are three areas subleased
and two cabins built on the subleased
areas as well as a caretaker’s cabin.

Nootka Sound Outpost has the consent of
the Province of British Columbia to
sublease four of the areas for thirty years
(less the time expired under the lease)
and will be proceeding to develop the
remainder of the property as a first class
tourist facility.

Nootka Sound Outpost has a thirty year lease
with the government of British Columbia over
the 3.83-acre upland property and over the
1.17-acre foreshore property. In the event the
Province of British Columbia renews the lease
at the end of the term, (which is their current
policy) Nootka Sound Outpost will grant a
renewal of the sublease for a further ten years
at a nominal cost of $10.00.

A buyer will be responsible to pay stumpage to
the Province of British Columbia for all trees
taken down and will have ownership of those
trees. It is the intention of Nootka Sound
Outpost to disturb the forest canopy as little as
possible in order to retain the natural setting.
The purchaser must obtain the consent of
Nootka Sound Outpost prior to cutting any trees.



The buyer shall be responsible to have an inverter and battery system installed in the
recreational cabin. The purchaser shall also be responsible to pay any property taxes
assessed for their improvements and 1/14™ of any increase in property taxes for the
development property over the base year for 2006.

The purchaser will pay $400.00 a month for the following services supplied by Nootka
Sound Outpost:

(a) water system,;

(b) generator power for 6 hours per day during the months of June to September and
four hours per day for the remainder of the year. The generator shall have sufficient
power to provide for two 15 amp. circuits.

(c) Caretaker and security for property for 12 months a year.

(d) Engineered septic disposal system;

(e) moorage at dock;

() maintained dock, ramp, boardwalk, and common walkways;

(9) lighting of dock and common boardwalk.

The buyer will also have the opportunity to enter into a voluntary rental pool agreement.

Nootka Sound Outpost has developed
rules and regulations which are part of
the sublease to ensure a quality
development. All plans for the cabins
have to be approved by Nootka Sound
Outpost and have to comply with the
head lease, sublease and rules and
regulations. A copy of the form of
sublease, plan of areas, head lease,
rules and regulations and rental pool
agreement will be provided upon request.

Bligh Island offers a place to enjoy the
peaceful serenity and unspoiled beauty of
the west coast of British Columbia. There
are many activities to enjoy in the area
such as fishing, diving, photography, hiking
the Nootka Trail, kayaking, whale watching,
nature watching and clam digs and bakes
on the many remote beaches.




Nootka Sound is rich in marine life,
including marine mammals such as whales,
sea otters, sea lions, and seals and
abundant varieties of fish and other marine
life. Nootka Sound is the center of some of
the best sports fishing to be found on the
west coast of British Columbia.
